RESERVATIONS:

Prepaid reservations are required to guarantee a
seat and are required on all eastbound non-SeaTac
pickups. Cash, credit cards (via phone or online)
and prepaid Travel Agent tickets are accepted.
Walk-ons are accepted on a space-available basis
only and must pay cash to the driver at the time of
boarding. Drivers do not accept $100 bills, checks
or credit cards.

LUGGAGE / LIABILITY:

Passengers are responsible for the correct
identification and retrieval of their luggage. Please
tag all luggage prior to boarding the shuttle. Each
paid passenger is allowed two standard articles
(under 70 Ibs. each and measuring less than
70" L+W+H each) plus a small carry-on. Skis,
snowboards and golf clubs will be accepted as one
of the two articles regardless of size. A fee will be
charged for extra and/or oversize luggage. Pets
must be in a hard-shell, airline approved kennel and
ride in the cargo compartment.
